I. Call to Order: 
 
Margie Nevins called the meeting to order at 5:52pm at Piedmont Geriatric Hospital.

II.  Review of Agenda:

V. Treasury Report:

A. Beatson, Virginia Family Services provided the treasury report for this meeting.

On January 14, 2015, C. Carter, B. Swinson and A. Beatson met and reviewed the LHRC account.  The balance was $1,107.11.  There were two outstanding checks at that time and once these clear the balance will be $729.85.  The records and checkbook were given to C. Carter to secure until the LHRC affiliates determine who will be the new treasurer.  The account is held at Benchmark Community Bank.  All records were in order.  

K. Drew, Helton House has accepted position as Treasurer.  L. Wendelin, Apex Day Support will be secondary on the account.  C. Carter will provide necessary documents to K. Drew and L. Wendelin in order for them to have their names added to the account at Benchmark Community Bank.  C. Carter handed over all treasury documents to K. Drew, Helton House.

Affiliates discussed the amount of annual dues and if it was decided it will be $50.00 each and there will be no proration.  These dues are to be submitted to the Treasurer.  The treasurer will email affiliates with information for submitting dues once he has been added to the account.

VI. Advocate’s Report:  Tammy Long, Human Rights Advocate Senior

T. Long explained the State Human Rights Committee guidelines to the LHRC members about the duties of members and affiliates; and the importance of being compliant.  If the LHRC is not in compliance it can be dissolved.  Cooperative Agreements will go out to affiliates prior to the next meeting.  Affiliates will need to sign and return them to Tammy Long.

T. Long has reviewed all reports and CHRIS reports.  She is responsible for closing out CHRIS reports.  Providers are not filling out all pages of CHRIS, there are three (3) pages to complete.  All information must be complete on all pages or T. Long cannot close out.  She offered to come out to facilities and train affiliates how to use CHRIS.  She also offered to provide Human Rights training.
