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Building a solid safety program in a health care facility is best pursued following a plan. That plan should include security, emergency preparedness, life safety, fire protection, HAZMAT, general safety and patient safety. Good safety programs include a means to teach and encourage safe practices, a reporting and tracking system and a risk assessment and planning structure.
