B. Garnes gave an update on the revisions of the Human Rights Regulations.  The State Board is in the process of reviewing the regulations for revision.  Regulations are revised every three years.  Revisions will have to go out for public comment.  This process may take up to 18 months to complete.  B. Garnes will share with everyone the date, time and location for public comment periods for anyone interested in attending.

Hospital Instruction No. 104 (TX) 14 – Behavior Treatment:

This is a submission from Piedmont Geriatric Hospital for review by LHRC.  Dr. S. Herrick was unable to attend and Dr. L. Slaughter presented on his behalf.  The Behavior Management Committee (BMC) has made revisions and the Clinical Leadership Team (CLT) has reviewed and provided feedback which is incorporated into this draft.  It is presented to LHRC for review prior to implementing the changes.  

· A definition section of behavioral principles geared towards staff level of understanding with clinical examples.
· Brief section explaining scope/role of BMC.
· Updated language/semantic changes of types of plans related to behavior treatment.
· Better explanation of Time Out, and 5) inclusion of specific time frames for turn-around and accountability of review of behavior treatment plans.  These changes will help clarify behavior treatment procedures and principles so that staff can more readily and safely use techniques hospital-wide.

The board would like to have more time to review.  Any questions from the board will be forwarded to Dr. L. Slaughter by T. Long.

Helton House is seeking affiliation to offer services for individuals under the age of 21 who have behavioral, emotional or mental illness who are at risk for out of home placement.  Currently the work with Heartland Physician Council who states there is a need for this service.  Work on a referral basis with the Heartland Physician Council.  This service would require working in the home with the family (one adult must agree to treatment and as guardian of the individual 21 and under).  Help with anger management, social skills, manners, respect, elopement and truancy.  Normal treatment period is 6 months (3 – 10 hours a week).  Treatment is based on intensity of behaviors and the support needed.

D. Norfleet made a motion to approve the request and K. Shores seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
